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ASPHALT SHOULDER AND PRESSURE RELIEF JOINT REPAIR (Illinois Tollway) 
 
Effective: September 21, 2011 
Revised: February 20, 2018 

 
Description. This work shall consist of partial depth or full depth sawcutting and satisfactorily 
removing existing pavement and reinforcement, restoration of substrate, tack coating and priming 
exposed surfaces, and furnishing, placing, and compacting asphalt mixtures in sufficient lifts with 
adequate equipment to obtain the specified densities for the class and type of patch specified at 
the designated locations or as directed by the Engineer.  ASPHALT PRESSURE RELIEF JOINTS 
fully replaced shall be classified as Class D1 or D3 patches of the type specified at designated 
locations.   ASPHALT PRESSURE RELIEF JOINT REPAIRS shall be classified as Class D4 
patches of the type and thickness specified at designated locations.  Removal and replacement 
of pavement shall be in accordance with Section 442 of the Standard Specifications except as 
modified herein.  When WMA mixtures are required by design, an HMA mixture may be utilized 
for special or low tonnage applications in lieu of WMA mixtures upon approval by the Engineer at 
no additional cost to the Illinois Tollway.  When HMA mixtures are required by design, a WMA 
mix may be utilized for special or low tonnage application in lieu of HMA mixtures upon approval 
by the Engineer at no additional cost to the Illinois Tollway.   
 
Revise Article 442.01 of the Standard Specifications to read. 
 

442.01 Description.  This work shall consist of the removal of the existing pavement, the 
necessary excavation and the replacement with the class and type of patch specified at 
designated locations. 
 

This work will be classified as follows: 
 

Class A Patches:  Pavement Removal and Continuously Reinforced Portland Cement 
Concrete Replacement 

Class B Patches:  Pavement Removal and Portland Cement Concrete Replacement 
Using Dowels or Tie Bars 

Class C Patches:  Pavement Removal and Portland Cement Concrete Replacement 
Class D1 Patches:  Pavement Removal and Asphalt Mixture Replacement with Binder 

Course below Top 2 inches and Surface Course for the Top 2 inches 
Class D2 Patches: Pavement Removal following Shoulder Surface Removal and Asphalt 

Mixture Replacement with Binder Course up to the elevation of the 
removed surface 

Class D3 Patches: Pavement Removal and Asphalt Mixture Replacement with Binder 
Course 

Class D4 Patches: Partial Depth Pavement Removal to the specified depth and 
Replacement with Binder Course below the Top 1.5 inches and 
Surface Course for the Top 1.5 inches 

 
For each of the above classifications, the work on a lane width or less shall be further 

quantified by size as follows: 
 

Type I  Less than 5 sq yd  
Type II  5 sq yd or more, but less than 15 sq yd  
Type III  15 sq yd or more, but less than 25 sq yd
